	Anticipatory Set
	· An activity, demonstration, or presentation which grabs student attention, arouses curiosity, or creates disequilibrium, usually by presenting a problem to solve.  

	
	Students Perceive Lesson Purpose
	· Students begin to understand and “buy in” to where the lesson is headed – often a direct result of the Anticipatory Set.

	· Chunking Direct Instruction – 1 minute per year of age.
